Repaving of our neighborhood by Scott County has begun!!





The oil residue on Lakeview Drive is a direct result of Treetop Road having just been repaved.  This is just the beginning.  According to the April 26th News Graphic, on April 24th the County Fiscal Court heard the county road supervisor recommend repaving for the county including much of Ironworks Estates. Distances and costs were:  Lakeview Drive, .73 miles, $97,355; Lakeview Court, .18 miles, 31,024; Southwind Court, .08 miles, $15,713; Elkhorn Drive, .77 miles, $106.681; Creekside Drive, .51 miles, $72,395; Sycamore Drive, .39 miles, $53,421 and Hemlock Lane, .14 miles, $23,590.





Approximately 14 years ago, your Board President, supported by the Board and many neighbors, addressed the Fiscal Court and persuaded them to accept responsibility for our roads.  This has resulted in snow plowing, patching, and now repaving of our roads!  The IEHA and your Board DOES make a difference!!!
