Common Areas

	Everyone in the neighborhood is probably already aware the lake and the shelter areas are what are known as “common areas” available for use by all residents in our neighborhood.  What many do not know is that in 2004, the neighborhood developers deeded ownership of the originally platted common areas to the IEHA (see � HYPERLINK "http://www.ironworksestateshomeownersassociation.com" �www.ironworksestateshomeownersassociation.com�, deed to common areas).  There are 3 areas mentioned in the deed.  


	Area A is the lake and shelter areas.  In addition to owning the lake and shelter areas, the IEHA also enjoys a 10 foot easement (right to walk) around the lake.  IEHA is not responsible for maintaining easements.  There are multiple easements granting access to the lake from Lakeview Drive and Sycamore Drive, some of which are marked by a painted arrow on the roadway.  Fishing permits can be obtained from a board member, however your dues must be paid up!


	Area B (park area and the spring) is located behind 104 Creekside Drive and includes a spring with a pool.  Access for this common area is marked on the pavement of Creekside Drive.


	Area C (canoe launch area) is located behind 106 Creekside Drive.  There will be an opportunity at the next annual meeting to discuss releasing IEHA ownership of this property to the adjacent homeowner to avoid future maintenance costs.  Such a provision is mentioned in the 2004 deed, which can be reviewed on our website.  


	When accessing each of these common areas, please be mindful of your neighbors with property bordering them.  Ensure that you do not leave any trash behind and please treat all IEHA equipment with the respect you would pay to your own property.  Your dues pay to maintain these properties, so let’s keep our neighborhood looking good!
